Please study my “Online Reporting Guide For Club Secretaries”, recently updated and
available on the District Website. Just click on Resources, then Guides & Manuals.

Make a habit of browsing the International, MD 105 and 105M Websites regularly, (and especially when
you submit your Reports.) Dynamic improvements are being worked on to make browsing more
interesting, useful and above all, user friendly, so watch out over the coming months

Always read all emails, circulars/messages/events notices and don’t be selective in what you advise the
Club. They may not all apply directly to you, but all your Club Members need to know what’s going on in
order to be aware, react, make decisions, etc.

WHAT’S IN IT FOR YOU?

If you participate as above, the resultant prompt update and delivery of Membership additions, drops,
transfers, changes of address, etc should ensure that your Club is not, for example, overcharged for
departed Members’ subscriptions: also, your LION Magazines should arrive correctly.
